SCHOOL CONCERT 
Preparations are now underway for our annual school 
concert.

PRIMARY YEARS PROGRAM 
Over the first four weeks of term, we have been 
focussing on being ‘thinkers’ . The children have been 
immersed in a range of activities linked to their units of 
inquiry, and have been encouraged to develop questions 
which will help lead their learning further.  We are now 
talking to the children about their role as ‘inquirers’ . 
We want them to develop their own curiosity, to acquire 
skills necessary to conduct inquiry and research and 
show independence in their learning. We aim to have 
them actively enjoying learning and to sustain this love 
of learning throughout their lives.   
The Level 4 classes (Years 5 and 6) are studying a unit 
on ‘Into the Dreaming’. They are looking at the 
contributions of various cultural groups, including 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities, to 
Australian identity.  All classes were fortunate to have a 
visit from an aboriginal elder, Hazel, (pictured).  Hazel 
is a teacher in an aboriginal community in Ngukurr, 
Northern Territory. Lots of questions were generated 
from Hazel’s visit and she was able to give the children 
a better understanding of the aboriginal culture. Many 
thanks are extended to Miss Louise Bright who 
organised Hazel’s visit.
