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INQUIRY  INTO  LITTER  AT  MPS 
 

Year 6 Environmental Leaders and Year 4 Environmental team combined together to conduct an inquiry into litter at 
Murrumbeena Primary School. The inquiry was based on the central idea – “we are responsible for the litter at MPS”, 
but we needed further information to identify the major problem areas so we could develop an action plan. 
 
For an entire week (10 – 14 August) teams collected and sorted litter at the end of each recess and lunch break. 
It was an unpleasant job, but it provided some very interesting data.  See below. 
 
Total number of litter items collected during the week – 1154! 
More items of litter were collected at recess (666) than lunch (488). 
Nearly 50% of the litter was found in the Senior yard (538). Junior (332) and front of the school (284) 
The major litter items were plastic (372) – cling wrap, plastic bags, zip lock bags. 
Other excessive litter items were commercial snack food wrappers / bags (244) and compostable food scraps (181). 
\ 

  
Our school grounds looked spectacularly clean throughout the week, thanks to the team effort, but the best outcome was 
the constructive ideas the team presented at assembly.  See below 
*  It was disappointing that Tuesday did not have significantly less litter:  Please support Nude Food Tuesday. 
*  Don’t put litter in your pocket:  Have a ‘time-out’ rule during your games so you can bin your litter. 
*  Don’t place your food / litter on the ground whilst you play:  No playing until you have finished your food. 
*  Plastic containers & bottles formed part of the litter: Put your name and grade on your Nude Food containers.
